Welding Classes 

This year we will be offering a required OSHA 10 class for all Welding II, III, and IV students. 
There is no cost of this class. This is not a certification but when finished with the class the stu-
dent will have OSHA 10 card. What this means is that this puts our students ahead in employ-
ment opportunities. Some of our students currently hold cards and will not have to take the 
class. They will attend their normal class schedule. For the students who do not their cards they 
will be required to attend two full days of OHSA 10 class. They will be excused from their other 
classes to attend this class. This will be a school related absence.  We want you to beware of the 
schedule and the requirements for this class. Our class is scheduled for Oct 26th- 27th from 8:20
-2:20.

HELENA HIGH SCHOOL POLICY 

Students are permitted to possess cellular telephones, iPod, or personal technology devices 

either on their person or in their locker. Any use requires permission from school personnel. 

Some examples of acceptable use include calculators, calendars for assignment input, and 

online educational access to curricular areas.  

Students are permitted to use cellular telephones outside the building before school. After school students are per-

mitted to use their cell phones so long as they are moving toward the exits. We ask students to refrain from using 

cellular phones during lunch both inside and outside the building. Any other use requires specific permission from 

school personnel. Texting, taking photos, or recording video inside or outside the school building during the 

school day is not allowed.  

Students may not wear earpieces during the school day as they will impede the studentôs ability to hear instructions, 

announcements, or teacher requests.  

Students must comply anytime a request is made by school personnel to stop using a cellular telephone. If such a 

device is observed by staff, excluding use outside the building before and after school, the device shall be confiscat-

ed until released by an administrator. The administrator may release directly to the student or the studentôs parent or 

guardian.  

An exception to this procedure may be granted by the school administrator for purposes relating to health and/or 

safety needs. The school and/or District are not responsible for students lost or stolen cellular telephones.  

Corrective Disciplinary Action  

First Violation ï Student will immediately be sent to the office with the phone or listening device. The administra-

tor or designee will confiscate the phone or listening device for the remainder of the day and parents may be noti-

fied.  

Second Violation ï Student will immediately be sent to the office with the phone or personal listening device. The 

administrator will confiscate the phone or listening device to be returned to the parent at the end of the day. The ad-

ministrator will contact the parent(s) with the student present and explain the violation and the subsequent or design-

ee consequences for non-compliance.

From the Desk of the School Nurse 

The 2021-2022 school year has begun and is full of excitement!  There are a few changes from last year that I would like to 

share: 

Masking:  As you know, students and staff are recommended to wear a mask at the high school level. Many of our students 

are choosing not to wear a mask which increases the chance that students will be exposed to respiratory illness.  If your stu-

dent has a health concern that would be exacerbated by respiratory illness, please consider having them wear a mask.  Lewis 

and Clark County has seen a significant rise in positive cases, the health department struggles to contact 

cases timely at times of increased cases, and our hospital is posting they are full or on the verge of full-

ness daily.  Please consider encouraging your student to mask at school and pursue vaccination given 

these facts. 

Illness:  It is the district policy that students and staff who are ill, feeling ill, diagnosed as ill, or otherwise 

demonstrating symptoms of illness must not come to school.  Please keep your student home if they are 

feeling ill and call in to attendance to excuse.  If they are sent home from the school for illness, the following protocol 

is to be followed: 

High Risk      Low Risk 

¶Coughing      Vomiting/Nausea/Stomachache-Diarrhea 

¶Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing  Sore Throat-Muscle Aches or Pain-Headache 

¶Loss of Taste or Smell    Weakness or Fatigue-Runny Nose or Nasal Congestion 
       Fever (> 100.4 F) or Chills 

If student has 1 new or unexplained Low-Risk Symptom and has had NO exposure to someone with COVID-19, they must 
stay home until 24 hours after symptom is improving without the use of fever/pain reducing medication. 

 

If student has 1 new or unexplained High-Risk symptom or 2 new or unexplained Low-Risk symptoms and has had NO expo-
sure to someone with COVID-19, they must remain home until one of the following criteria are met: 

 

1. A note from your health care provider clearing them for school is provided. Under this circumstance, they may return 24 
hours after the fever is gone and symptoms are improving without the use of fever/pain reducing medications. 

 

2. 2. If a health care provider's note clearing student for school is NOT provided, student may return if documentation of a 
negative rapid Covid-19 antigen or Covid-19 PCR test is provided and 24 hours after the fever is gone and symptoms are 
improving without the use of fever/pain reducing medications. 

 

3. If student does not provide documentation of a negative Covid-19 rapid antigen or Covid-19 PCR test and is not cleared for 

school by a health care provider, student must remain home for l 0 days and symptoms are improving. 

Homework:  Your student should check their teacherôs syllabus, Teams, Power School, etc to stay caught up on their clas-
ses.  They are encouraged to reach out to their teachers to stay on track while they are home ill, awaiting testing, quarantine, 
or on isolation.  
Vaccination:  Covid-19 vaccination is available for students aged 12 on up.  If you have questions about the benefits of vac-

cination, please do not hesitate to contact your health care provider.

3. All photos MUST be in color. No black and white or sepia photos will be accepted.  

4. No props may be visible, i.e. cars, animal, flags or instruments. We would rather highlight you 

on the other pages in this manner.  

5. Dress should be appropriate attire; standard school dress is suggested.

Accidental Damage or Loss Protection Details 

 

Helena Public Schools recommends the purchase of accidental damage protection 
prior to the deployment of the Chromebook to your student. Helena Public 
Schools will be the sole provider of this protection.  

 

Under this accidental damage protection plan, the Chromebook is protected 
against accidental damage or loss due to an act of nature. The Helena Public 
Schools will require that a police report be submitted in cases of theft. Fraudulent 

reporting of theft will be turned over to the police for prosecution. A student making a false report will also be 
subject to disciplinary action as outlined by board policy.  

 

This protection plan does not cover loss of the Chromebook and/or its accessories, cosmetic damage, or dam-
age caused by intentional misuse and abuse. The Helena Public Schools will assess the Chromebook damage 
and repair or replace the device if the damage is determined to be accidental and within the protection guide-
lines. 

 

The device should not be disassembled, nor should there be any attempt to repair it by anyone other than a 
school authorized vendor. The Helena Public Schools has the right to decide when a Chromebook should be 
repaired in house versus filing a claim with the manufacturer. 

 

Students and parents will be charged for Chromebook damage that is a result of misuse or abusive handling. 
Parents will be billed for parts and labor. Parents/Students will be charged for full replacement 
cost of a device that has been damaged beyond repair due to intentional misuse or abuse. 

 

Loaner Chromebooks may be issued to students when their Chromebooks are sent out for repair by the Tech-
nology Department. If repair is needed due to malicious damage, the school may refuse to provide a loaner 
Chromebook.

Payment for the accident protection plan is due by FRIDAY, OCTOBER 15th.
